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	Assignment:  Choose a novel to read independently and complete the Book Report in a Bag assignment.

Due Date:   Tuesday, January 5, 2016   
Requirements:

1.  Your personal choice book must be at least 200 pages in length.  Write the title of your book and the author’s name on the sign-up sheet in the classroom.
2.  Choose a book that challenges you. It should be a novel appropriate for your grade and reading level. Do not choose graphic or picture novels like Diary of a Wimpy Kid.  You may not use a book you are reading for another class or a book you read for Summer Reading.
3.  Late projects will lose ten points per day.  No OOPS passes are allowed on major grades.
4.  Bring your Reading Riot book to class with you each day.  There will be opportunities for you to read during the school day.
Instructions:

1.  You will share four important things about the novel you have chosen to read. Have one item to represent the setting, one item to represent a major character, one item to represent a major conflict, and one item to represent the theme of the novel.  
 2.  You must be able to put the objects in a lunch size paper bag that I will provide.
 3.  You must be able to find or make the items. (Only one picture either printed or drawn is allowed inside the bag).
 4.    Decorate the outside of the bag.  Paste a drawing –printed or illustrated- of a character or important symbol of the novel.  Write the author’s name and the title on the front of the bag.  On the back of the bag, write your name and class period.

5.  On the Project Page, you should write at least four complete sentences about each item.  You will use these sentences in your presentation.  The project page will be turned in and will count as part of your final grade.  You may type or handwrite your sentences.
6.   You will present each item one at a time and talk about the items for a total of one – two minutes.
7.  On a separate sheet of paper, write a well-developed plot summary of your book.  Your plot summary should include the basic chain of events from the story.  It should also include your opinion of the book.  Did you enjoy it?  Would you recommend this book to a friend?  Why or why not?  What kind of reader would enjoy this book?    You may type or handwrite your plot summary.  One page minimum.

Nonfiction Book Instructions
If you choose to read a nonfiction book, follow the directions below.
1.  Decorate the outside of the bag.

· Paste a drawing –printed or illustrated- of a character or important symbol of the novel.  Write the author’s name and the title on the front of the bag.  On the back of the bag, write your name and class period.

2.  Elements of the book/ Notes Page:

· Setting – Choose one important setting from the book that you feel impacted the character’s life.  Put something that represents that setting in your bag.  On your notes page, include the time and place.  Tell what happened there and why that setting is important to the book.

· Character – Focus on the main character of your book.  Choose something for your bag that represents something you learned about this person.  Be able to explain why this is important to the person’s life.

· Conflict – Choose one conflict the person in your book faced.  Give details of how that person overcame the problem.  Did the conflict help the person or hurt the person?  Place an item in your bag to represent that problem.

· Theme – Choose an item for your bag to represent a lesson learned from the book.  Think about what the person learned as a result of the events in the book. 

· Quote – Choose a memorable quote from the book.  Write the quote on an index card and put it in your bag.  Include the page number, who said the quote, and why it was important to the story. Be sure to use quotation marks correctly.
